Authorizing the County of Will to be the Sponsor for the Grade Crossing 

Protection Funds Application for the Crossing of Crete-Monee Road (CH 21) and 
the Union Pacific / CSX Railroad, County Board District #1 

 
WHEREAS, the County and CSX Corporation, in order to facilitate the free flow of traffic 

and insure safety to the motoring public, are desirous of improving the existing railroad 
crossing at Crete-Monee Road (CH 21) and the Union Pacific / CSX Railroad, with the 
construction of a grade separation and other appurtenant work, County Board District #1; and 

 
WHEREAS, the County, in cooperation with CSX Corporation is to make application to 

the Illinois Commerce Commission for Grade Crossing Protection Funds to assist in the 
construction of a grade separation. To complete the application, the County will be the 
sponsoring agency; and 

 
WHEREAS, the County and CSX Corporation, are desirous of said improvements in that 

the same will be of immediate benefit to the county residents. 
 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Will County Board directs the County 
Engineer to submit the application for Grade Crossing Protection Funds with the County as the 
sponsoring agency, a copy of which is attached hereto and made part hereof. 
 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the County Executive and the County Clerk of Will 
County are hereby authorized and directed to execute said application, subject to the review 
and approval by the Will County State's Attorney.

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VII. Financial Need 

The proposed grade separation project at Crete-Monee Road is expected to cost up to $17 
million. Given the significant public safety-related benefits that this grade separation project will 
deliver, the GCPF appears to be an appropriate funding source for this type of project. CSX will 
provide the local financial match for the project at a rate of 40% of the total project cost, i.e. up 
to $6.8 million for a $17 million project.  Will County does not have the necessary funds 
programmed for local match for this project.  A partner is needed to financially participate in the 
project.  CSX has committed to being the local partner. 
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
